League Schedule

New this season - to accommodate some scheduling quirks, including the addition of Rock-n-Bowl Wayland (an 8-
lane center), each team will receive one bye week. The season is 14 weeks long; each team will bowl 13 weeks, and
will pay for 13 weeks.

Pay careful attention to the team names! In some cases, we have team names that are almost identical, so look
carefully as you read the schedule throughout the season.

For the first eleven weeks of the season, teams will follow the schedule listed on the front. Each team will play
every team in their division once, with the remaining three matches against teams from other divisions. On the

weeks that we have to split up, pay careful attention to which center you need to go to.

On weeks 12 and 13, we'll bowl a two-week roll-off. The four teams who finish first in their division will be ranked
1-4, by matches won. (Ties will be broken by the number of points won, then by head-to-head record if applicable,
then by your team's season total pins with handicap). On week 12, #1 will play #4, and #2 will play #3. On week 13,
the two winners will play each other, and the two losing teams will play each other. Similarly, the four teams who
finish second will face off, as will the teams finishing third, fourth, fifth, and sixth. All teams finishing in seventh
and eighth will roll against each other.

Final Night’s Tournament

On August 11 (week #14), we will bowl our tournament at Westgate Bowl. The qualifying round shall be six baker
games, with total pins with handicap determining a team's ranking. All teams will receive prize money, but only
the top 16 teams will make it to match play.

Match play will be a two-game baker set (each team member will bowl five frames, alternating each frame). Total
pins with handicap will determine the winner.

Pots and Brackets
Each week, the league will run multiple pots/brackets to benefit the prize fund:

e 50-50: 1 strip for $2, 3 strips for $5, 7 strips for $10.

e Mystery Pot: $3 per person. We pay out for the first and second games. There is no carryover - we draw
until someone wins each week.

e Handicap Brackets: $5 each. 1st Place $25, 2nd Place $10. (We'll try to run scratch brackets on the weeks
that we all bowl together).

e Handicap Pot: $5 per person, which gets you in for all three games.

All proceeds from these will go toward the prize fund, so join in the fun!
